The new upgraded screens just happened to be “fish friendly” and consistent with WHC standards; meaning they reduced the velocity of the intake so that fish caught in it would not be injured.  The new screens replaced many that had to be replaced in any case, and we were able to make safety upgrades at the same time.  So, doing what’s right for the environment can also be doing what’s right for business as well.
