InfolinkTM processes this information, then, acting as a command center, shares it with the tractor using a MeritorWABCO provided IP display that interprets the data for the operator.  InfolinkTM is also compatible with telematic technology and can deliver this data to telematic devices like computers or cell phones: anywhere.  The exclusive MeritorWABCO advanced ECU software enables the “gateway” function to receive, process, distribute and share important information and data from a variety of sources in standard J1587 protocol messages.  They are converted to power line communications and transmitted through the constant power wire to the tractor where they are converted back to J1587 dialogue.
